Thesis: We must always be reforming to keep the gospel of salvation pure from corruption, the good news that sinners are made right with a holy God by his grace alone on the merits of Christ alone, which we receive through faith alone so that God alone gets all the glory. Scripture alone is the source of God’s revelation and the standard for faith and practice.
