WHAT IS GOD’S PROMISE TO ME? 	
“Follow Me, and I WILL MAKE YOU fishers of men.”	!Put out into the deep water and let down your nets for a catch.                         Luke 5: 4	

        	 Put out into the deep water = GO WHERE GOD SENDS ME. 	
	 Let down your nets = DO WHAT GOD TELLS ME. 	
	 For a catch = GOD WILL EMPOWER ME.	
!Key Application: God will empower me to be a fisher of men, not in the absence of 
WEAKNESS and FEAR, but in the midst of it (1 Corinthians 2: 1-5).
