What is revealed about the purpose of the signs in John 5:36-377

Jesus tells the Pharisees that Moses is the one who will condemn them because Moses spoke of
Jesus in the first five books of the Old Testament, also known as the Torah or Pentateuch.
Hebrews 11:24-26 tells us that Moses knew about God’s Man even before He left Egypt and
received the Law:

By faith Moses, when he had grown up, refused to be called the son of Pharaoh’s
daughter, 2 choosing rather to endure ill-treatment with the people of God than to
enjoy the passing pleasures of sin, % considering the reproach of Christ greater riches
than the treasures of Egypt; for he was looking to the reward.
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Our first glimpse of God’s Messiah is in Genesis 3 when the serpent is being cursed by God.
God’s Man is promised to crush the head of the serpent (Genesis 3:15). He was known
throughout the Old Testament as “The Messiah”. The Old Adam was the first king of the earth
who failed, but the Messiah would replace the first Adam as the perfect king. It is said that
every woman after the Fall of Mankind hoped that she would be the mother of the Messiah.
The term, “Christ” in the New Testament is the same term for Messiah. What are some things
that Moses wrote about concerning the Christ /Messiah?
