Discussion Questions:

2. In the passage we studied together the Apostles were placed before the highest court of the land, the Sanhedrin, why did the court want to put the Apostles on trial?

3. In Peter’s testimony to the Sanhedrin, he not only shared the name that had made the man well, but he also preached about who Jesus is. Discuss some of the different things that Peter told the Sanhedrin about Jesus.

4. What was the response of the Sanhedrin, and what was their final sentence as it related to the Apostles? How did Peter respond to the new “law of the land?”

The teaching of the Bible is very clear (Rom 13:1-7) that we are to be in submission to governing authorities, but in the message Passage Chris shared some very specific times when the law of the land must be broken. What were some of those instances, and why must we break the law in those circumstances?
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
