Acts 5:13-21

Discussion Questions:

1. The early church was regularly seen “together,” engaging in Christ-Centered Community. Why was that an important aspect of their faith (think about other passages describing the community Acts 2:42-47; 4:32-37). 

2. I have often heard the statement: “I don’t have to go to church to have a relationship with God.” Describe the truthful fallacy of that statement. Can you have a growing Christian life apart from community?

3. Describe the two responses of the culture as it related to the early church. Some distanced themselves from the church, others were drawn to it. Describe how that same reaction can be seen today.

4. [bookmark: _GoBack]What was the main motivation that drove the high priest and the religious elite to imprison the Apostles (Acts 5:17-18)? What was the purpose of putting the Apostles in public prison?

5. In the message pastor Chris made the statement that “Haters are just gonna hate.” There are times when you are living for Jesus and people are not going to like you, they may even set out to destroy you. How should you respond? (Acts 5:20-21)
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
