Discussion Questions:

1. Describe the dramatic difference between how Saul left Jerusalem for Damascus, and then how he left Damascus for Jerusalem. What happened to Saul that brought about that radical change?

2. [bookmark: _GoBack]Who is the person/persons in your life that you look at as the “least likeliest,” what are some practical ways that you can begin to take a proactive role in them meeting Jesus?

3. How did Saul respond to receiving Jesus in his life? The text states that he immediately and boldly did what? How does this speak to our own life, should we also be sharing Jesus?

4. How important was Ananias and Barnabas in the early days of Saul’s new life in Christ? How did each of them serve an important role for Saul being accepted in the fellowship? How can you be used to make new people feel comfortable, regardless of who they are, when they come to the church?

5. The early church grew spiritually which also led to numerical growth? (v.31) Should we expect Firewheel, or any church for that matter, to grow numerically as the church increases in spiritual health? Why, or why not? 
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
