 (1.) What's the biggest mess you've stepped in (dog poop, vomit, etc.)? 
(2.) Tell about a time where you judged someone wrongly or someone judged you wrongly? 
(3.) Where have you seen others who claimed to be people of faith be judgmental? 
(4.) Read Luke 7:34-50. How did the Pharisee see the situation? How did Jesus see the situation? 
(5.) Everything the woman did was offensive, except her attitude (her heart). How does that apply to other people's messy situations? 
(6.) Do you tend to be more like Jesus or more like a Pharisee? How so? Is there anything you need to change? 
(7.) Be willing to "step in the mess" this week and tell someone of God's love, and help them see the image of God in them. 
(8.) One of our Core Essentials is "Do Life Together". We need each other to live these things out. This week ask someone at The Journey to pray for you that you'll be willing to step into the mess and share His love with someone else. If you're in a Running Partner group - pray for each other & report back on how it went.
