Extra Ordinary Faith – Week 2
RECAP: 
In this series we've been looking at the life of an ordinary guy named Elisha and the ordinary people he ran into and how God did the extraordinary in and through them as they took bold steps of faith. God loves to take ordinary people like you and me, and when we take steps of faith, He'll do the extraordinary in and through us. In 2 Kings 4 God took an ordinary & desperate woman and took what little she had, and when she was willing to surrender it to Him, to pour out what she had for Him, He multiplied it and did the extraordinary in her and her family's life. God will take what we have and multiply it when we surrender it to Him. We'll have the opportunity for extraordinary impact.
GROUP QUESTIONS
(1) Has there ever been someone in your life that you looked up to as extraordinary? They were always one step ahead, always succeeding? What was it about them?

(2) In 2 Kings 4, the woman and family were down to the bottom of the bucket in their lives (running out of money and resources). When was a time in your life that you could most closely relate to that?

(3) Read 2 Kings 4:1-3. Why do you think Elisha asks about what she has in her house? Why is this important?

(4) We often feel like we don't have much to offer, but you've got something. God has given you some resources, some gifts, some abilities. What's "in your hand"? Write down a list of some of the ways God has wired you, blessed you, gifted you (even if they don't "seem" spiritual). What do others see in you? (ask someone).

(5) 2 Kings 4:3-6. What do you see of their faith? What do you think the scene would have been like in your home? When did the oil stop flowing?

(6) The basis for her miracle was her own resources. Are you willing to give what you have & let God multiply it? What do you think that could look like?

(7) What's one step you could take to let God take more of what we have & use it to bless others?

God, help us to trust you. To take what we have and surrender it to you. Would you take it and multiply it. You have blessed me, help me to be a blessing. Do your God Math in and through my life. Show me those things in my life you want to use for the benefit of others. Help me to always say "yes". Amen.
