Discussion Questions for Dec. 10 Sermon on Romans 11:16-24 Arrogance Against Israel Is Sinful
1. [bookmark: _GoBack]In this message taken from Romans 11:16-24 we learned that having an arrogant attitude against Israel is sinful. Read Revelation 12:1-4. Who is the woman clothed with the sun with the moon under her feet and 12 stars in her crown (cf. Gen. 37:9-10)? Who is the dragon that tries to devour the child as soon as He is born (cf. Rev. 12:9)? Who did Satan use in order to try to kill Jesus (cf. Matt. 2:16-18)? Herod was an Idumean which meant he was a descendant of Esau. How did Esau try to wipe out the promise of Messiah in his day (cf. Gen. 27:41)? Write in your own words the significance of how God protected the child of promise in Jacob’s day and in Jesus’ day.





2. Satan, knowing that he failed to keep Messiah from coming into the world, turns his attention to wiping out Israel. Read Rev. 12:5-6. How do these verses suggest that Messiah is no longer under Satanic threat? To whom does Satan turn his attention in attacking and what is the duration of the attack (cf. Daniel 7:25; 12:7; Rev. 12:14; 13:5)? 






3. Why would Satan attempt to wipe out Israel if Messiah has already come (cf. Gen. 13:7; 15:18; 17:8; Ezek. 37:25-28)?







4. In this message we learned from Paul that we, as Gentile believers in Christ, have been grafted into the promises given to Israel. How does this affect your understanding of the nature of the coming kingdom (cf. Rev. 5:10)?
